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OLD, OLD BETHEL CEMETERY

dirt road on left to forks of road, brae right for about 300 yard. Cemetery is on an embankment on
the right side of the road. The cemetery is about one mile off the main road and is located near the
old A.C. Hammett family home.
Section 17, Township 7, Range 10.

13 marked graves No names or dates

Many years ago, Sallie Parr Hammett located the graves, mounded them and marked
them with sandstones. Members of the Parr family recently cleaned the cemetery of brush
and trees and erected white stones on each of these graves. Andy Weems is known to be
the second person buried in this cemetery. Andy is the grandfather of Sarah Hammett.
